Meeting Minutes

Chair Shah called the meeting to order at 6:10 p.m. March 11, 2009 in the
Aldermanic Chamber, 165 Church Street, New Haven. Present were Alds. Shah,
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Silverman, Perez, Goldfield, Jackson-Brooks, Clark, Castro, Lemar, and
Sandman. Also in attendance were Ald. Brison, DePino, and Lee.

1. To hear Public testimony concerning the Mayors Annual Budget for the
Fiscal; Year 2009-
2010.

Alderwoman Arlene DePino came before the committee and spoke concerning
the East Shore Senior Center. Also with Alderwoman DePino were Arlene
Ferrucci of 20 Elmer St, who presented the committee with signed petitions
concerning the East Shore Senior Center; Phyllis Mazzioiti of 49 Move Pl; Ana
Melendez of 418 Woodward Ave; and Alice Solomini of 40 Tolli Terrace.

Alderman Robert Lee came before the committee and spoke concerning the
closing of the Senior Center at Bella Vista apartments.

At this time Alderman Shah called the following people before the committee to
testify from the sign up sheet. These people were;

There were no other members of the public wishing to testify.

2. From the Mayor submitting a resolution approving transfer of funds within
the FY08-09

General Fund Budget in order to provide $160,000 in supplemental operating
support to the

Tweed New Haven Airport Authority.

Susan Godshall, Tim Larsen, Executive Director of Tweed/New Haven Airport,
Mike Volchek, Chairman of the Tweed/New Haven Airport Commission, Victor
Bolden, City Corporation Counsel, Christine Bonano, Deputy Director of
Economic Development, and Mike Piscatelli, Director of Transportation/Traffic
and Parking, came before the committee.

Mr. Piscatelli gave the committee an handout, which he went over. Mr. Volchek
also spoke to the committee concerning the transfer request.

Alderman Goldfield asked what would happen if the City did not give the
requested funding. Mr. Piscatelli responded that the airport would be in default
without these requested funding. Mr. Bolden spoke about what the default would
mean.

Alderman Perez asked what the consequences would be if the airport were to
close or variations of closing. Mr. Bolden said that he was not sure.

Alderman Goldfield asked if the airport did not get the money would it be able to
stay open. Mr. Piscatelli said that it probably would not.

Alderman Goldfield asked if there was anyway to raise fees to meet the needed
funding. Mr. Volchek said it would require sixty days due to having to notify those

who would be affected.

Alderman Perez asked if the Airport Authority passed their budget knowing of the
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deficit. Mr. Volchek said that they did. Ms. Godshall spoke concerning this matter.
A discussion then ensued concerning this.

There were no further questions from the committee.

At this time Alderman Shah called the following people before the committee to
testify from the sign up sheet. These people were;

Tim Hollihan, Dave Cameron, and Christine Bishop, from the Blue Ribbon Budget
Panel; Lou Mangini, from Representative DeLauro's office; George Jacobs of 59
Elm St.; Michele Whelley of 195 Church St; Kathleen and Ruth Krolak of 176
McKinley Ave; Marcus Hanscom of 288 East Main St, Branford; Ken Robinson of
Robinson Air; and Mike Murns and Tony Resfisno, of the New Haven Chamber of
Commerce.

There were no other members of the public wishing to testify.

Alderman Shah Told the committee that the Finance Department had requested
that the City of New Haven's Audited Financial Statements and Federal and State
Single Audit Reports for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008 be passed over.

4. From the Acting Corporation Counsel submitting an order authorizing
amendment #3 to the

existing legal service agreement with Bershtein, Volpe & McKeon, P.C. that
would increase

the limit of compensation from $99,999 to $180,000 through FY 08-09 with
funds from the

General Fund Budget No. 18058530-56694.

Victor Bolden, Corporation Counsel, and William O'Brian, City Assessor, came
before the committee. Both gentlemen spoke to the committee concerning this
item.

There were no questions from the committee.

Alderman Shah asked if there were any members of the public who wished to
testify concerning this matter. There were no members of the public wishing to
testify.

At 9:28 PM, a motion by, Perez seconded by Sandman, was made to close the
public portion of the meeting. The motion was unanimously approved.

The committee,
by voice vote, approved the Transfer requested by the Corporation Counsel.

On a motion by Sandman, seconded by Lemar, the Committee unanimously voted
to close the meeting at 9:48 PM.
